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NED TWOHILL COMPETITION – Saturday 29th October 2011 
 
Riders from all disciplines can participate as this is a team’s event, it would be nice 
for Greenbank to continue to show the rest of the zone how good our riders are. 
All riders are welcome to have a go if they can jump 60cm or higher or ride a prelim 
dressage team. 
 
Please see website for a copy of the program for the ODE teams Challenge. 
 
We need riders for the Dressage, Derby & S/jumping please read the program carefully 
and reply by email if your rider would like to take part and in what 2 sections they 
would like to ride in. I will try accommodate everyone’s choose but remembering that 
not everyone can do the derby & the s/jumping some riders will have to do the dressage. 
 
Rules briefly but read program: 
A rider is allowed to do the dressage for 2 teams but a rider cannot ride the s/jumping 
or derby for 2 teams but can do derby for one team & s/jumping for another. 
Riders cannot compete in the derby above their grading so we will not be able to enter 
a team in class 3 as we don't have any prelim. eventing riders as far as I know, unless 
we have a senior do this section then we can have a d grade rider do the s/jumping 
phase. 
Note 12yrs & under riders - No 12 & under can do the 80cm derby (Class 2) but official 
12 & under can do the s/jumping and dressage for class 1 or 2 all other 12 & under can 
only compete class 1. 
 
I will try and put the strongest teams together so this will go on riders results. 
To make it fair if I get a good dressage rider also wanting to do the derby phase they 
will get to over a rider that chooses 2 jumping sections if I don't get enough dressage 
riders to accommodate all our jumpers. 
 
Please reply asap even if you have already told me you are interested with the details 
of the section you would like to nominate for, I would like to get the teams organised 
asap so riders know if they have a team or not.

MAKE A HORSE HEALTH YOUTUBE VIDEO – PONY CLUB AUSTRALIA COMPETITION 

Young people under the age of 18 yrs have the opportunity to show how they protect their 
horses and ponies from Hendra or other infectious disease through making a YouTube Video 
to share. Just pick one or more of the recommended practices below (1-10) and make a 
short video of between 30 seconds and two minutes. 
Here is a horse keeping one made by a group of 13 yr old girls one weekend on a film camp

Make the video memorable or funny, add music or graphics, design a TV advert or just 
provide the message from a totally different angle. 
Send entries with your name, address, age and your pony club you (if you are a member); to 
info@ponyclubaustralia.com for uploading to a dedicated YouTube channel to be linked to 
Pony Club Australia www.ponyclubaustralia.com.au homepage once the first entry is 
received. A “people’s choice” voting competition will be held to judge the winner when a 
group of videos are uploaded. Prizes to be announced and more than one prize will be 
available according to the number and type of entries received. Pony Club Australia holds 
the right not to upload videos which may not be suitable. Non-pony club members are 
invited to enter. 
Tips for reducing the risk of Hendra 

1. Place feed and water containers under cover if possible but not under trees, 
particularly if flying foxes are attracted to those trees. 
2. Do not use feed that might be attractive to flying foxes if they are known to be in the 
area. For example fruit and vegetables or anything sweet, such as molasses. 
3. If possible, remove horses from paddocks where flowering trees have resulted in a 
temporary surge in flying fox numbers. Return the horses after the trees have 
stopped flowering. If removal of horses from these paddocks is not possible, try to 
temporarily remove your horses during times of peak flying fox activity (usually at 
dusk and during the night). 
4. Wash your hands with soap and water regularly during and after handling multiple 
horses. 
5. Keep any sick horses isolated from other horses, people and animals until you have 
obtained a veterinary opinion. 
6. Do not allow visiting horse practitioners (farriers, etc) to work on sick horses. They 
should only work on healthy horses 
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7. If there is more than one horse on your property, handle unaffected horses first and 
then only handle sick horses after taking appropriate precautions. 
8. Make sure gear exposed to any body fluids from horses is cleaned and disinfected 
before it is used on other horses. This includes things like halters, lead ropes and 
twitches. Talk to your vet about cleaning agents and disinfectants to use. 
9. Seek veterinary advice before bringing any sick horse back to your property 
10. Know where to find fact sheets about Hendra and other diseases online
