The zone 2 Camp this year is on the 18 - 20th April at Beaudesert. 

This is a great school for riders especially the less experienced riders or those on young 
horses. 

The riders can get alot of confidence from being in the saddle for 3 days. 

There is usually about 5 hours per day jumping, dressage (in a ring with letters), sporting, 
horsemanship, & campdraft or polocrosse 

Kyle did his first camp at the age of 4yrs and loves it, it is one of the main reasons he came 
back to pony club this year with his non riding bother also wanting to go to camp as they 
wish to meet up with friends they have made at previous camps. 

We have been advised the cost will go up this year and there will be a cut off of 100 riders so 
we will want to get our noms in early and to get good stable allocations. 

Cost maybe about $150 per rider but I am guessing. 

Please keep the date a side and start saving, it is usually best to arrive the morning of the 
day before but not compulsory. 

Noms & money will have to be in about a month before I think as it is a big school to 

organise.

3. Control your temper.  Verbal Abuse of Officials and Sledging other Players (Riders), deliberately 

distracting or provoking an opponent ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE or PERMITTED BEHAVIOURS 
in any sport. 

 
4. Work equally hard for yourself and/or your team.  Your Team’s performance will benefit, so will

5. Be a Good Sport.  Applaud all good efforts whether they are made by your team or the 
opposition. 

 
6. Treat all participants in your sport as you like to be treated.  Do not BULLY or take unfair 

advantage of another competitor. 
 

Without them there would be no 
competition. 

 
8. Participate for your own enjoyment and benefit, not just to please parents and coaches. 

 
9. Respect the Rights, Dignity and Worth of all Participants regardless of their gender, ability,
