PLEASE NOTE PCAQ RULES CHANGES:
PCAQ will enforce that every pony club rider MUST attend 2 rally days in the previous 12 months before being

permitted to compete at ANY PCAQ event.
This means no competing at Gymkhanas, Hack, Dressage, Showjumping etc unless the 2 rally days have been
attended.

Also before any rider can compete at a STATE CHAMPIONSHIP event they must obtain at least a C Certificate if they
are 13yrs and over or a D Certificate if they are under 13yrs.

As of 2011 to ride x-country riders must wear a protective (jumping) vest and a medical arm band in competitions

These are PCAQ rules which GPC must follow.
